Ontario-related Ponies Fare Well at 2011 USEF Pony Finals

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE (Aug 19/11) – The 2011 USEF National Pony Finals were held August 9 – 14/11 at the Kentucky Horse Park, Lexington KY.

Ontario had good representation with ponies that were bred in province or out of parents that were born or standing in Ontario.

Jumper

The highlight Ontario-bred pony of the Finals was Northwind’s Opus a 2001 Welsh cross bay gelding standing 14.1hh. Bred by Prue Richardson of Palgrave ON, Opus and owner Nicole Kehrli of Glenwood PA were winners of Round 1 over 30 ponies, 2nd in Round 2 and 6th in the Individual Finals out of 17. Kehrli has owed Northwind’s Opus for the past 7 years.

Greens

With only 2 Small Green Ponies representing Ontario out of 41 participants, Quicksilver Butterfly (Morton’s Best Man X Benlea Minuet) a 2005 grey Welsh mare standing 12.1 ¼ placed 2nd Overall. Butterfly’s was bred by Melinda Zalesky and is owned by Kate Taylor of Pittsford NY, her sire was bred by Morton Show Ponies, Sharon ON. The other Small Green contender but not placing was Gumby, a 2004, chestnut Welsh gelding standing 12.1 7/8 by Llanarth Senator, a stallion owned by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON.

Medium Green Ponies, with 66 ponies competing Ontario had 6 representatives.  Good Knight Wilke (Halcyon Sir Lancelot X Whisper), a 2004 grey Welsh cross gelding standing 13.2, owned by the Zandri Family of London ON ended up in 20th place Overall. Following Good Knight Wilke are:

34th – Northwind Country Squirrel ( unknown X Colne Snowdrop), 2005 grey Welsh cross gelding standing 13.1, bred by Richille Dafoe and previously owned by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON

44th – First and Goal (Colwyn Llewellyn X Keep In Touch), 2003 grey Welsh-Thoroughbred gelding 13.0 ¾. Colwyn Llewellyn was bred by Mrs Nonie Wilcox, Mississauga ON, stood for several years with Colwyn Farms, Fergus ON

47th – The Golden Child (Llandefalle Bonheddwr X Burgundy Sleightly Tart), 2001 bay Welsh cross gelding 13.1 ¾. Llandefalle Bonheddwr was bred by Mrs. Joan Lloyd, Guelph ON

59th – La Wicked Temptress (Wicked Courtjester X Manoravon Master Elegance), 2003 bay New Forest Pony mare 13.1 7/8. Dam, Manoravon Master Elegance, was bred by Manoravon Farm, David & Lynda Davies, Guelph ON

Also qualified, Royal Beau (Cusop Jovial X Garbeau), 2004 bay Welsh cross mare 13.1 ¾. Cusop Jovial, an imported British Riding Pony stallion is owned and stands with Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON

Large Green Ponies saw Ontario represented by 4 out of the 73 ponies. Alexis (Llanarth Senator X Tilly) placed 16th Overall. Alexis is a 2003 red roan Welsh- Thoroughbred mare standing 14.1 3/8.

39th – Northwind Sting (Llanarth Senator X Northwind Just ForFun), 2004 grey Welsh cross gelding 14.1 7/8 bred by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON

52nd – Occhio (Greystone Ian McVei X Northwind Aurora), 2004 bay Connemara-Welsh cross standing 14.1

Also qualified Northwind Marin (Small-Land Martello X Northwind Just A Laugh) 2006 bay Welsh cross gelding 14.2 owned by Pruce Richardson, Palgrave ON

Regular

Ontario had 4 connected ponies competing in the Regular Smalls out of 99 entries. Grand Jete’ (Northwind Cat Call X Lianna’s Gemstone) , 2005 strawberry roan Welsh mare 12.1 ¾. Originally registered as Beau Haven Cat’s Meow, bred by Joanne Wright, Caledon ON and later owned by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON. Grand Jete’ sold at the 2009 American Hunter Pony Classic, she then went on to be Champion Small Green and Reserve Grand Champion Green Pony at the 2010 USEF Pony Finals.

49th – Absolute Mischief (Beaverwood Larkspur X Farnley Melanie), 1998 bay Half Welsh mare 12.2 owned by Jaclyn Tattersall, Caledon ON

Also qualified: Ice Breaker aka Beaverwood Jubliee 1996 roan Welsh mare 12.2. Bred by Beaverwood Farm, Kirsten Brunner, Hillsburgh ON

Straight A’s, a 2000 grey Welsh cross mare 12.2 owned by Sharon Filippi, London ON

7 of the 127 Medium ponies had an Ontario connection. In 20th spot was Party Til Dawn (Colwyn Llewelyn X Gray Par), 1992 grey Welsh-Quarter Horse cross gelding 13.1 ¾. Colwyn Llewellyn was bred by Mrs Nonie Wilcox, Mississauga ON, stood for several years with Colwyn Farms, Fergus ON

32nd – Davidson (unknown) 2002, grey Welsh cross gelding 13.1 3/8 was Ontario-bred

41st – Crystal Acres Chocolatier (*Stockham Commander M X Land’s End Milky Way), 2004 liver chestnut Half-Welsh gelding 13.1 5/8 bred in NY but sired by one of Morton Show Ponies of Sharon ON stallions

43th – Northwind Just Josh’n (unknown) 1998 grey Welsh cross gelding 13.0 bred by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON

49th – Northwinds Top Secret (unknown) 1999 grey Welsh cross gelding, 13.0 bred by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON

66th – Northwinds Times Square (unknown) 2000 chestnut Welsh cross gelding 13.2. Bred by Prue Richarson, Palgrave ON

Also qualified: Beaverwood’s Echo (Snow Pony Dragonfly X Able Annie), 1995 grey Welsh-Standardbred cross gelding 13.2. Bred by Beaverwood Farm, Kirsten Brunner, Hillsburgh ON. 

In the Large Ponies Ontario can claim 6 of the 107 entrants. Cabaret (President II X unknown), 2001 bay Dutch Warmblood X Welsh mare 14.2 bred by Cara Whitham  & Shara Pavan. Cabaret showed in Ontario as Pattinae.

Also qualified: Alexis (Llanarth Senator X Tilly) who did so well in the Large Greens

M T Pockets (Colwyn Llewelyn X Book of Days), 2003 bay Welsh-Thoroughbred gelding 14.1 7/8.

Madam Alexander (Friars Brenin Dafydd X Clay County), 1995 chestnut Welsh – Sport Horse cross mare 14.1. Bred by Laurel Scott and owned by Mrs. Quentin Alexander. Madam Alexander also showed as Merry Pushkin. Madam Alexander is no stranger to Pony Finals, winning the Larges in 2003 and Grand Champion Hunter Pony the same year.

Northwind Marin, another cross over from the Green division and Northwind Peyton, a 1999 bay Welsh-Thoroughbred cross gelding 14.2 bred by Prue Richardson, Palgrave ON
